2025

The symbol is 
characterized by 
a dove carrying 
an olive branch 
bringing life to 
the Garden of 
Peace. In the 

Biblical story of 
the flood, the 

dove plays the 
role of the blessed messenger: The dove sent 

out by Noah returns to the ark with a fresh 
olive branch in its beak, signalling that the 
flood is receding.  As the flood story begins 

with a situation where “the earth is filled with 
violence” (Genesis 6:13), the return of the 

dove with the olive branch came to be known 
as a sign of new peace.
